In 2001 Center-invest Bank became the first-rate
regional bank in Rostov region, its share in the
aggregate structure of local banks' performances is
the following: 26.5 percent of capital, 23.3 percent
of assets, 27.7 percent of loan portfolio, 23 percent
of deposits. Among the branches of non-local banks
in Rostov region Center-invest Bank yields to Savings
Bank of the Russian Federation only in activity scale.

In 2001 Center-invest Bank maintained its high
growth rates. The basic parameters increased as
follows: capital up to 2 times, assets - 1.6 times,
loans - 1.8 times, deposits - 2.3 times, income - 1.6
times. In circumstances of toughening competition
the achievement of these results became possible
due to the high level of professionalism, introducing
of new technologies and products on the continuous
basis, expanding of clientele and branch network.

In 2001 new results in the strengthening of the
Bank's authority on internal and international
markets were achieved. Center-invest Bank
successfully passed the fifth auditing by

PriceWaterhoseCoopers according to IAS. In the rating
of the informationally disclosed banks presented by
Interfax rating agency Center-invest Bank took the
28th place in respect of capital according to IAS. The
Bank obtained Trust Certificate of Rostov regional
department of the Ministry on taxes and levies of the
Russian Federation, again.

In 2001 Center-invest Bank started its practical
activity with international financial
institutions.

2. Retail banking

In 2001 Center-invest Bank entered the TOP-100 of the first-rate
banks of Russia at personal deposits attracted (as of January 1,
2002 - 83rd place). This result became possible due to high level
of confidence of population to the first-rate bank in Rostov region,
expert interest policy, and introducing of new services to the
population:

o deposits for the terms from 6 months to 3 years with
high interest rate and drawing of prizes (PC, motor-
cars, apartments). For the past year 8 PCs, household
appliance and other prizes were disposed of by the lottery
and handed over to depositors;

* "EURO-Deposit" made possible to exchange German Marks
to EURO automatically at the beginning of 2002;

« transfer of money without opening of account.

Last year the Bank started its operations with natural persons in
Chaltyr village, Volgodonsk and Krasni Sulin cities.

As of January 1, 2002 the volume of deposits attracted from population
increased by 73 percent up to the amount of 199.5 min rub.

In May 2001 traditional Victory Day congratulation to the Bank's
depositors - veterans of the World War II was held.

In 2001 the Bank expanded its network of utility fees acceptance
points. The utility fees turnover increased by 80 percent up to the
amount of 202.8 min rub.

Center-invest Bank continued the issuing and processing of
Eurocard/Mastercard and Cirrus/Maestro plastic cards. As of
January 1, 2002 over 5000 residents of Rostov region received
their wages by means of the Bank's plastic cards. Three new ATMs
were installed. Center-invest Bank entered TOP-50 banks of plastic
card business in Russia.

The Bank extended the quantity of its cash transfer agencies within
Western Union system up to 9. The volume of transfers in 2001
increased by 50 percent up to the amount of over USD 3 min.

Credit policy

In 2001 the dynamics of growth of Center-invest Bank loans
continued. On January 1, 2002 credit portfolio growth of 1.9
times amounted its balance at 946.3 min rub. level. The total
amount of credits granted in Russian rubles and foreign currencies
for the past year came to 4738.7 min rub.

e The basic direction of the Bank's Credit policy remains the
crediting of real sector enterprises and small business.

e Over 94 percent of loan volume are standard loans of the
1st risk group. The ratio of overdue loans decreased to 0.65
percent. This attests the high quality of Bank's credit
portfolio.

e With the purpose of credit risk minimizing loans continued
to be diversified. The credit portfolio term-structure shifted
towards the growth of long-term loans share by 8.7 percent.
Substantial share is formed by loans on demand terms -
25.5 percent.

e The structural shifts in the credit portfolio also occurred
within economical branches. The ratio of loans for industrial
enterprises increased by 6.9 percent. At the same time the
share of loans for Commerce and Catering decreased from
56.5 percent in 2000 to 35 percent in 2001.

e In 2001 the Bank was active in intra and interregional
interbank loans markets. The volume of the allocated
interbank loans amounted 516.5 min rub., attracted ones -
758 min rub.

» The Agreement on crediting of investment projects for small
and medium-sized business of Rostov region was signed
among Center-invest Bank, Ministry of Economics and
International Economic Relations of Rostov region, and
Rostov Regional State Fund for Small Business Support. On
January 1, 2002 the volume of loans for small business
amounted 210 min rub.

e Last year special Department for Small Business Crediting
and Mortgage was established.

e The Bank entered the Program for Micro and Small-sized

1. Stock and bond operations

In 2001 Head Office of the Central Bank of Rostov region registered
two issues of stocks of joint stock company commercial bank
"Center-invest":

e onJuly 4, 2001 - 18th issue for the total amount of 40 min rub.;

e on September 28, 2001 - 19th issue for the total amount
of 85 min rub.

The authorized capital of the Bank increased by 78 percent and
came to 285 min rub. (as of January 1, 2002 the paid authorized
capital was 264 min rub.).

The main shareholders of the Bank are the first-rate enterprises
of Rostov region: JSC Rostovenergo, JSC Rostovgazoapparat, JSC
Novocherkassk Elecrode Plant, JSC Santarm, JSC Electrosvyaz,
JSC Yuzhtruboprovodstroy.

In 2001 jointly with Aton investment company the Bank continued
to provide broker services in securities market via Internet. At the
end of the reporting year the volume of customers' operations
amounted 262 min rub. The range of customers expanded along
with the range of services rendered.

The turnover of Bank own operations with Russian blue chips
amounted 20 min rub. In 2001 along with traditional stock trading
segment of Russian securities market the specialists of Center-
invest Bank developed actively the new segment - corporate
bonds.

The average yield on operations with stocks was 97 percent, with
state bonds - 21 percent, corporate bonds - 23 percent.

1. Correspondent relations

In 2001 Center-invest Bank's policy was directed toward
development of relations with foreign partners and strengthening
of the Bank's reputation on international markets. Corresponding
network of the Bank is one of the most spread among the banks
of the Southern Federal District, that makes possible to meet
customers' demands in international settlements promptly and
effectively.

The correspondent accounts turnover for the reporting year
increased by 30 percent and exceeded the amount of USD 300
min.

2. International settlements

In 2001 Center-invest Bank provided the companies participating
in foreign activities with complex servicing on international
settlements and currency control in complete accordance with
legislative requirements and international banking practice.

e The basic form of settlements both for export and for import
operations remained bank transfers (over 95 percent of
total quantity).

¢ The settlements by mean of documentary letter of credit
continued their development. The volume of documentary
operations with non-residents increased over 3 times and
exceeded the amount of USD 2 min. The partners of the
Bank in documentary operations were the first-rate banks
of Japan, the USA, Germany, China, Kazakhstan, Ukraine
and Azerbaijan.

¢ The application of payment and agreement guarantees
(for securing of payment of goods, fulfillment of contracts,
return of advances, and other) allowed to work out the
individual schemes for corporate customers providing the
most favorable conditions for Russian party.

¢ By decision of State Customs Committee of the Russian
Federation No.137 from June 1, 2001 Center-invest Bank
was entitled to act as guarantee in relations with
customs authorities of the Russian Federations. The
total amount of all guarantees in force for Center-invest
bank was increased up to the amount of USD 25 min. The
maximum permitted guarantee amount to one customer -
up to the amount of USD 5 min.

e Crediting of export-import operations of customers
under the liquid collaterals allowed customers to use their
own sources optimally. In 2001 the total volume of loans
granted in foreign currencies increased up to 1.75 times
and exceeded the amount of USD 6 min.

e Center-invest Bank provided opening and maintenance
of accounts in Russian rubles and foreign currencies
for non-residents.

¢ As a currency control agent the Bank conducted expert
advising of export-import contracts, worked out the schemes
of settlements in individual transactions. Specialists of the
Bank advised customers on the questions of execution of
export-import contracts in accordance with requirements
of currency regulation and control in force.

4. Operations for natural persons

The character of the year 2001 became the high growth rates of
balances on currency deposit accounts (3.8 times) and plastic
card accounts (4.2 times). As of January 1, 2002 the volume of
balances on the personal currency deposit accounts came to the
amount of 126 min rub., on the plastic card accounts - to the
amount of 42 min rub.

On the threshold of the shift to EURO currency by the European
Union countries Center-invest Bank offered "Euro-Deposit" to
the population of Rostov region that enabled depositors at the
beginning of 2002 to convert German Marks into EURO
automatically. The Bank attracted actively the depositors with
high level of incomes by offering them high interest rates on the
large currency deposits (exceeding USD 9000).

In 2001 the total turnover of foreign cash conversion operations
increased by 12 percent up to the amount of USD 13.6 min.

In 2001 in Rostov-on-Don and region Center-invest Bank opened
10 agencies for natural persons servicing where the cash currency
could be sold or bought, money could be deposited on currency
or ruble accounts, cash could be withdrawn from any plastic
card of international payment systems Eurocard/Mastercard,
Cirrus/Maestro, Diners Club, VISA, AmericanExpress, money could
be transferred within Western Union system.

Center-invest Bank is one of the leaders in Russian banking market
